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[bookmark: _GoBack]In Early years we aim for all our children to:
 * Foster positive relationships with their friends and adults within the school.
* Develop their vocabulary, through the use of high-quality stories and texts, exposure to a language rich environment and within the frequent interactions with those around them, improving their oracy, self-confidence and communication skills.
* Make choices in their learning, applying what they have learnt with the teacher during independent challenge time and developing resilience to stick at what they are doing.
* Distinguish between different sounds they hear within the world around them. Enjoy rhyme and rhythm songs and games and begin to recognise rhyming words. Use the sounds they learn in phonics to blend and segment words for reading and writing, building on these skills to read and write sentences then simple stories.
* Be confident in their early number skills of counting, recognising and ordering numbers within 10, recalling number facts for number within 10 and beginning to use numbers to add, subtract and solves problems.
* Develop key life skills – toileting and washing their hands, independently putting on and taking off outside clothing, asking for help when they need it and using their manners.
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
